
Work with a buddy—spotters make everything safer.
Avoid decorating in wet, icy, or windy conditions.
Take your time—rushing leads to slips and shocks.

Use outdoor-rated lights, cords,
and timers.
Inspect light strings for cracks,
frayed wires, or loose bulbs.
Avoid overloading outlets or
connecting more strands than the
manufacturer allows.
Keep cords away from water, pinch
points, and sharp edges.
Always unplug lights before
adjusting or installing.

Choose the right ladder for the job—
don’t stretch or lean.
Place ladders on level, stable
ground and maintain three points
of contact.
Keep the area clear of doors, traffic,
or anything that might bump the
ladder.
Never climb with your hands full—
use a tool belt or hoist items up
safely.
